SOUNDBOARD –
Make sure the “CD Playback” input as well as all other, unused sound board inputs are OFF, i.e., not selected.

Make sure the “CD Record” output on ST2 is turned up fairly high.

Turn on the Sound System and the Recorder

Verify the sound level for each used input for the house then overall for the recorder (See recorder sound check below.)
RECORDER –
To RECORD:
Input must be “analog” (Input Select)

Input Level should be on dot (6-9) 

Insert a labeled CD-R (labeled side up) 

Display reads “TOC”, then “Blank Disc”
Press:

(red) RECORD button (unit is now paused)
Visually verify on the recorder, the ST2 sound board level setting (sound check)
(green) PLAY button (begins recording)

(red) RECORD button to start a new track
(orange) PAUSE button (pauses recording) 

(green) PLAY button (starts new track) 

Note: Pause/play starts new track
(white) STOP button stops recording 
To FINALIZE Press:

(white) STOP button to stop recording 

FINALIZE button to begin (FINALIZE?) 

Push MuItiJog knob once (SURE?)

Push MuItiJog knob again (begins process)

Display will show time left until complete 

Display will just flash COMPLETE once.
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
